Primary Data Primary data are data for which collection is conducted, contracted, funded by or overseen by the Florida Department of Health. (PHAB 2022, 1.2.1A)

During the Community Health Assessment (CHA) process, the definition is expanded to include data collected by and at the request of the CHA
partnership if it would not routinely have been collected. (PHAB 2022, 1.1.1A). In that the data would not have routinely been collected, these data
are not a part of FLHealthCHARTS.gov.

Secondary data Secondary data are data for which collection is NOT conducted, contracted, funded by or overseen by the Florida Department of Health. (PHAB 2022,
1.1.1A)

Quantitative Data Quantitative data can be counted or measured. All data in FLHealthCHARTS.gov are quantitative data. (PHAB 2022, 1.2.1A)

Qualitative Data Qualitative data describe non-numerical qualities. (PHAB 2022, 1.2.1A) Qualitative, such as information collected from focus groups, are not included

in FLHealthCHARTS.gov.

Non-surveillance population health data (PHAB 2022, 1.2.1A) Non-surveillance population health data are data collected without the intent to monitor outbreaks. These data
may result from one-time surveys, short-term data collection activities or as a result of focus groups. Non-surveillance data also include regularly produced population-based
data such as Behavioral Risk Factor Surveillance System or vital statistics data that are not used to monitor outbreaks.

Surveillance data (PHAB 2022, 1.2.1A) Surveillance data are data used for early detection of outbreaks, to follow the size, spread, and tempo of outbreaks, to monitor disease
trends, and to provide reassurance that an outbreak has not occurred. Examples include traditional reportable, communicable or occupational hazards data.
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
